The priority deadline for applications is Friday, March 7, 2014.  Applications may be accepted on a rolling basis after March 7.
Any student awarded a CTIC fellowship must: (1) work a minimum of 10 weeks during Summer 2014 with an organization approved by CTIC; and (2) withdraw his or her name from consideration for any other Penn Law-sponsored public interest fellowships that would provide funding for Summer 2014.
